METHOD OF RESERVATIONS
Reservations for the Event will be made by individual attendees directly with Marriott reservations at 1 (800) 228-9290 or (972) 929-8800.

GUARANTEED RESERVATIONS

All reservations must be accompanied by a first night room deposit or guaranteed with a major credit card or by Aquatic Gardeners Association.  Hotel will not hold any reservations unless secured by one of the above methods.

CUTOFF DATE
Reservations by attendees must be received on or before Thursday, October 25, 2007 (the “Cutoff Date”).  At the Cutoff Date, Hotel will review the reservation pickup for the Event, release the unreserved rooms for general sale, and determine whether it can accept reservations based on a space- and rate-available basis at the Aquatic Gardeners Association group rate after this date.  

Release of rooms for general sale following the Cutoff Date does not affect Aquatic Gardeners Association’s obligation, as discussed elsewhere in this Agreement, to utilize guest rooms.

PAYMENT BY CREDIT CARD OR COMPANY CHECK
If Aquatic Gardeners Association wishes to pay any portion of its obligation by credit card or company check, the attached credit card authorization form must be filled out, signed, and returned prior to execution of this Agreement.

ROOMS ATTRITION
Hotel is relying upon Aquatic Gardeners Association’s use of the Room Night Commitment.  Aquatic Gardeners Association agrees that a loss will be incurred by Hotel if Aquatic Gardeners Association’s actual usage is less than 90% of the Room Night Commitment.

If Aquatic Gardeners Association’s actual usage is less than 90% of the Room Night Commitment, Aquatic Gardeners Association agrees to pay, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the difference between [80%] of the Room Night Commitment and Aquatic Gardeners Association’s actual usage, multiplied by the average group room rate, plus applicable taxes.

These quotations do not include any applicable TX tax (currently at 8.25%), and a taxable service charge of 22%.  All food and beverage served in the Hotel must be purchased from the Hotel.

CANCELLATION
Aquatic Gardeners Association acknowledges that if it cancels or otherwise essentially abandons its planned use of the Room Night Commitment (a “Cancellation”), this action would constitute a breach of Aquatic Gardeners Association’s obligation to Hotel and Hotel would be harmed.  Because Hotel’s harm (and Aquatic Gardeners Association’s obligation to compensate Hotel for that harm) is likely to increase if there is a delay in notifying Hotel of any Cancellation, Aquatic Gardeners Association agrees to notify Hotel , in writing, within five (5) business days of any decision to Cancel.  In addition, if a Cancellation occurs, the parties agree that: 

(a) It would be difficult to determine Hotel’s actual harm. 

(b) Due to the short period of time between the execution of this Agreement and the Event dates, and/or the projected non-capacity occupancy of the Hotel over the Event dates, Hotel is unlikely to be able to resell rooms or function space on a “last-sale” basis in the event of a Cancellation.

(c) The amount set forth below reasonably estimates Hotel’s harm for a Cancellation.  

Aquatic Gardeners Association therefore agrees to pay Hotel, within thirty (30) days after any Cancellation, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, $17,435.00. Provided that Aquatic Gardeners Association timely notifies Hotel of the Cancellation and timely pays the above liquidated damages, Hotel agrees not to seek additional damages from Aquatic Gardeners Association relating to the Cancellation.  

IMPOSSIBILITY
The performance of this Agreement is subject to termination without liability upon the occurrence of any circumstance beyond the control of either party – such as acts of God, war, acts of terrorism, government regulations, disaster, strikes (except those involving the employees or agents of the party seeking the protection of this clause), civil disorder, or curtailment of transportation facilities – to the extent that such circumstance makes it illegal or impossible to provide or use the Hotel facilities.  The ability to terminate this Agreement without liability pursuant to this paragraph is conditioned upon delivery of written notice to the other party setting forth the basis for such termination as soon as reasonably practical - but in no event longer than ten (10) days - after learning of such basis.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAW
This Agreement is subject to all applicable federal, state, and local laws, including health and safety codes, alcoholic beverage control laws, disability laws, federal anti-terrorism laws and regulations, and the like.  Hotel and Aquatic Gardeners Association agree to cooperate with each other to ensure compliance with such laws.

CHANGES, ADDITIONS, STIPULATIONS, OR LINING OUT
Any changes, additions, stipulations or deletions including corrective lining out by either Hotel or Aquatic Gardeners Association will not be considered agreed to or binding on the other unless such modifications have been initialed or otherwise approved in writing by the other.

LITIGATION EXPENSES
The parties agree that, in the event litigation relating to this Agreement is filed by either party, the non-prevailing party in such litigation will pay the prevailing party's costs resulting from the litigation, including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

LIQUOR LICENSE
Aquatic Gardeners Association understands that Hotel’s liquor license requires that beverages only be dispensed by Hotel employees or bartenders.  Alcoholic beverage service may be denied to those guests who appear to be intoxicated or are under age.
UNATTENDED ITEMS/ADDITIONAL SECURITY
The Hotel cannot ensure the security of items left unattended in function rooms and will not be responsible for any missing items.  Special arrangements may be made with the Hotel for securing a limited number of valuable items.  If Aquatic Gardeners Association requires additional security with respect to such items or for any other reason, the Hotel will assist in making these arrangements.  All security personnel to be utilized during the Event are subject to Hotel approval.

PACKAGE RECEIVING

Should you be shipping boxes for your meeting, they must be addressed to the attention of your group’s On-Site Contact and marked with the name and date of your function.  Due to limited storage space, we request that shipments not arrive any earlier than three days prior to the group’s arrival.
